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What is Bikeability Level 2? 
At East Sussex County Council we deliver a combined Level 1 & Level 2 Bikeability course.  
The Bikeability Level 2 course develops your skills and confidence for cycling on single lane roads with simple 
junctions and mostly moderate traffic. During the training you learn how to make independent decisions and cycle 
safely and responsibility.

During the first session all riders must demonstrate competent, confident and consistent cycling off road (on the 
playground) to progress to the on road part of the course. 
 

How much will it cost? 

The course will cost only £20.00  
Level 2 is free to children who qualify for Pupil Premium.  
 

What should I do next? 

• Complete the consent letter and pay via Parent Pay 
 

What do I need to have for my child to take part? 

• A safe working bike with two working brakes (during social distancing rules not all bikes will be checked, it is 
the responsibility of the parent/guardian to ensure the bike is roadworthy) 

• A correctly fitted helmet 

• Suitable bright clothing for weather on the day (i.e Lightweight waterproofs if wet and gloves if cold) 

• Sun cream to protect from sunburn 

• Sensible footwear and suitable clothing 

• If your child has their own high visibility tabard

• Cycle training will be delivered in line with current Covid-19 government guidance for schools. All training 
will be undertaken with social distancing between riders and trainers. If you would like further information 
about the steps East Sussex Cycle Training have taken please speak to the school
